The city also boasts a distinguished architectural
and cultural history, a legacy of New Zealand's 1860s gold rush.

A 90-minute drive from Tauranga, Rotorua
is New Zealand's primary tourist attraction.




Across the harbor, Tauranga offers
scenic tidal beaches at Omokoroa and Pahoia. The region boasts fine beaches, big-game fishing, thermal springs and
seaside resorts.
