Day 1: Tuesday, October 7, 2025

Departure City - Danvers, MA

Day 3: Thursday, October 9, 2025

Boothbay Harbor, ME - West Lebanon, NH

history sites such as the Smith Home in Norwich, Vermont and the Smith Homesite in West Lebanon, New Hamp-
shire.

Day 4: Friday, October 10, 2025

Bennington, VT - Binghamton, NY
Today we depart for Binghamton, NY. En route we visit the Battle of Bennington and the grave site of the poet,
Robert Frost. We continue to Colesville, New York where the first branch of the Church was organized. We then
visit the Josiah Stowell home, Joseph Knight home, and the Baptist Church. Meals: Breakfast

Day 6: Sunday, October 12, 2025

Susquehanna - Fayette, NY - Palmyra, NY _
Following Sacrament meeting, our day of touring includes the :
Susquehanna River, Priesthood Restoration sites, and McKune
Cemetery. We see Joseph and Emma Smith’s first home, in
which their first child was born and much of the Book of Mor-
mon was translated, and the Issac Hale Home. Later this after-
noon we travel to the Peter Whitmer Farm in Fayette, where
the Church was organized on April 6, 1830, and is near the
location of the manifestation to the Three Witnesses. Over-

night in the Palmyra, NY area for the next two nights.

Day 7: Monday, October 13, 2025

Palmyra, NY

We begin our tour in Palmyra at the Sacred Grove and reflect on
the special events that took place here. We tour the Joseph Smith
Sr home and farm including the log cabin where Moroni first ap-
peared to Joseph Smith. Following lunch, we visit the E.B. Gran-
din Building where the Book of Mormon was printed and the
grave site of Alvin Smith, eldest brother of Joseph Smith. Our last
stop is the Hill Cumorah and visitor’s center.

Day 8: Tuesday, October 14, 2025

Niagara Falls - Kirtland, OH

Today we journey to Niagara Falls, America’s oldest state park.
You will have free time for sightseeing and pictures. After our
free time, we travel to Kirtland, OH. Upon arrival, we visit the
newly restored Joseph Smith home and the Morley Farm.
Meals: Breakfast, Dinner

Day 9: Wednesday, October 15, 2025

Kirtland, OH - Flight Home

We spend the morning visiting the Kirtland Temple and Historic
Kirtland Village which includes the Church Visitor’s Center, Whit-
ney Home and Store, Ashery, and Sawmill. Our tour concludes
with a greater appreciation of the life of the Prophet Joseph and all those who have made their mark in the early
years of the church. Meals : Breakfast, Lunch
