In your free time, you might choose to visit the 
Christmas Markets or Technik Museum featuring exhibits of vin-
tage cars, military aircraft and even a submarine! Or pedal along 
the river Neckar to the picturesque medieval city center of Laden-
burg and enjoy some free time to explore the shops. Later in the 
day, cruise to the charming village of Rüdesheim and join a wine 
tasting to discover the flavors of the town’s iconic vineyards. Or 
taste one of the town’s special delights, Rüdesheimer coffee, cer-
emoniously made with brandy, coffee and whipped cream.
